Zsolt Sőrés (also known as Ahad) is an experimental musician, composer, conceptual 

and sound artist, sound installation artist, intermedia artist, writer, (sound) art critic, 

acoustic ecologist, and an active, internationally known figure of Hungarian 

electroacoustic music since the early 1990s. Zsolt Sőrés lives and works in Berlin since 

2021. 

Zsolt Sőrés has been dealing with the practice, aesthetics and philosophy of sound 

art for twenty years. He also often works with fine artists, filmmakers, performance 

and video artists, contemporary dancers, theater companies, writers and poets. Over 

the past more than three decades, he has performed at numerous experimental 

music concerts, performance art events, sound art events and exhibitions, festivals, 

and participated in symposiums, international projects in Europe and North America.
